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Yet Another 2012 Retail Manufacturing Supply Chain Planning Priority

On December 16, 2010 the California Air Resource Board approved the stateôs 2012-2015 
Carbon Emissions Trading Policy.  This California Environmental Policy, called Carbon Cap & 
Trade will have a global impact on retailer manufacturers throughout the 2012 strategic plan-
ning process.  Retail Planners will now integrate Carbon Management Strategy with top prior-
ities such as forecasting, demanding planning and supply chain visibility. What does the Cali-
fornia Carbon Cap and Trade Policy mean to Retail Manufacturing Planners & APICS mem-
bers? What is the rationale for developing Carbon Management Strategies as legal decisions 
are issued this Fall of 2011.  Hereôs a Sustainability 101 from an APICS member perspective.     
 
What is Carbon Emissions Trading?  
Emissions trading, commonly called Carbon Cap and Trade is a global administrative ap-
proach used to control air pollution by providing economic incentives for achieving Green-
house Gas (GHG) reductions.  Simply, the California Air Resources Board (CARB) plans to 
implement State Law AB 32 and set caps on the pollution which can be emitted by an enter-
prise.  In a traditional sense, when emissions exceed the approved limit, the firm must pur-
chase a permit.  California State Law Assembly Bill (AB) 32 could impact manufacturers and 
suppliers throughout North America.      
 
 
 
  
 
What are Carbon Management Implications?    
Retail Manufacturing and Logistics partnerôs such as importers, transportation, distribution, co
-packers, pallet manufacturers, staffing firms must be prepared to measure and manage car-
bon emissions as a part of de-carbonizing the California Retail Supply Chain.  The unknown 
impact for plants located outside (domestic & international) of the state of California but sell 
into California retailers is still under review by the California Courts.  It is likely that transporta-
tion and distribution Carbon Emissions must be measured and accounted for.  Importers who 
land bridge or transship may get a break depending several factors. One known concept is 
that Carbon Cap and Trade will take Total Costs of Ownership (TCO) and Environmental 
Compliance to a new level.   
 
Getting Started?  
Most North American retail manufacturing firms have an active sustainability program on var-
ying levels.  Value Chain partners have listened to climate change leaders such as Wal-Mart, 
Whole Foods and Hewlett Packard in order to implement progressive sustainability programs.  
The early 2012 challenge is developing a single methodology across the entire enterprise 
within 6-9 months.  One carbon transformation approach planning professionals should con-
sider has been adopted from the Six Sigma business improvement methodology, define cur-
rent state, future state and execution.
